Reading Scheme
We have made a few changes to our Reading Scheme and Reading Records for the new academic year. Children

who have daily phonics lessons (Year R, Year 1 and the start of Year 2) will now bring home a ‘Read Write Inc’
Book Bag Book. This book will exactly match where the children are on the Phonics programme. The inside
front cover of each title shows which sounds the book includes and provides helpful tips for hearing your child
read.

To show where your child is on their reading journey, they will bring home one of three different Reading
Records at some point over the next two weeks:

Stage 1: Early Reader (Read Write Inc Book Bag Books - for children on the Phonics Programme)
Stage 2: Developing Reader (For children who have finished the Phonics Programme and have moved onto the
wider Reading Scheme)

Stage 3: Independent Reader (For children who have completed the Reading Scheme)
